BUG CATCH RELAY

Materials. Plastic cups, string,
plastic bugs

Prepare one plastic cup per team
by punching a holein the top of
each cup, just below therim. Tie
aplastic bug at the end of a 15-
inch length of string. Tiethe
other end of the string to the plas-
tic cup through the hole. Linethe
Cub Scouts up inteams. Each
boy takes a turn holding the cup
and flipping the bug up until it
landsin the cup. He then empties
the cup and hands it to the next

player.

KEEP AMERICA
BEAUTIFUL

The audience istold that atree
will be planted and, through the
magic of Scouting, will grow and
blossom. Two teams of four are
chosen, and each team selects a
captain. The captains are given
signs to wear which say “sapling.”
Each captain stands in the middie
of histeam. Others on the team
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are handed a paper sack containing
aroll of scotch tape, 20-30 green
construction paper leaves, afew
birds, blossoms, and butterflies
made out of construction paper, a
bird nest, and afew small redl
branches. At the signal to “Go”,
each team begins to make their sap-
ling grow by handing him the
branches to hold and taping the
contents

of the bag to him. First team to fin-
ish isthe winner.

NATURE ALPHABET

Equipment: 1 large paper bag per
team

Each team has to find a nature
specimen for each letter of the al-
phabet. The leader should set a
time limit.

NATURE STUDY

While on a hike the Cubmaster an-
nounces that he will give points for
the identification of trees, flowers,
birds, ferns and animals. The num-
ber given will be decided by the
Cubmaster and will depend upon
how difficult he considers the iden-
tification to be. The season will
also govern this. For instance, a
treeis harder to identify without the
leaves. and aflower out of season
might be difficult to place. At the
end of acertain time, say 15 min-
utes, the Scout with the most points
wins.

EROSION

Spread out a plastic sheet on afairly
level (but slightly sloped) surface.
Divide the sheet into two areas so
that both the left and right areas
slope top-to-bottom next to each
other. Place something like a plastic

peanut (the pink things in shipping
boxes that pad the contents) at the
“top” of the sheet. Divide the den
in two groups, give each boy in
each group asmall Dixie cup (the
2- or 3-0z bathroom size) and ac-
cessto a“supply” of water (likea
5-gallon bucket). On “go” the
teams try to convey their peanut to
the bottom of the sheet by
“eroding” it down the sheet pour-
ing the water “upstream” from the
peanut so that it carries the peanut
“downstream” toward the bottom
of the sheet). The boys on each
team take turns moving the peanut
down the sheet until it crosses the
“finish line” you set up.

SIT-UPONS

Materials: 20 double pages of
newspaper (boys will like comics
or sports pages), clear adhesive

paper

1. Fold two sheets of newspaper
along the edges to center and
crease, and then fold each
edge to center again. Fold
once more. Fina size, 23 by
3.5inches.

2. Fold all 10 sets of two sheets
each the same way.

3. Lay out five strips side by
side. Beginning approxi-
mately 4 inches from one side,
weave the remaining five
strips of paper in and out.
Leave equal-length tails of
each of the 10 strips on all
Sides.

4. Finishing edges: Start with
every other end facing up-
ward. Make a 1-inch fold and
then fold over and tuck inside
of the strip beneath it. Turn
the sit-upon over and do the
same with the remaining ends.
All corners will be double
tucked on top and bottom.

5. Cover with clear adhesive pa-
per.

WHEELBARROW
PLANTER

Materials: Plastic scoops from
laundry detergent, caps of gallon
milk jugs (or buttons, etc.), glue,
potting soil, grass or bean seeds
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Wash and dry the plastic scoops; on
each side toward the handle glue a
plastic lid from a gallon milk jug.
Add potting soil and plant seeds. If
you have a cat, he or she will enjoy
snacking on oat grass or wheat
grass.

ANT FARM

Materials: Large glassjar, apiece
of cardboard bigger then the mouth
of thejar, apan, soil, ants

Fill the jar with damp sand/soil
mixture and place thejar in the pan.
Fill the pan with 1/2 to 1 inch of
water to act as amoat to keep ants
from wandering away. With adult
supervision, boys gather several
dozen ants. Cut asmall holeinthe
center of the cardboard and set it on
top of thejar. Feed the ants honey,
pieces of fruit, egg, or peanut but-
ter. Don't overfeed, and periodi-
cally remove any excess food.
Watch and enjoy your farm.

BUG CATCHER'SZOO

Materials. Gallon jar, soil or sand,
stones, wood or branches, vegeta-

tion, shallow dish for drinking wa-
ter

Place the gallon jar on its side and
fill the “bottom” with soil or sand.
Place vegetation that will attract the
insects you are collecting. Add
twigs or branches for them to climb
on, and drinking water.

After collecting your critters, close
the jar by covering with the lid
(poked with air holes) or a piece of
fine netting or pantyhose secured by
a heavy-duty rubber band. Keep
the jar in the shade away from sun
and heat or the insects will die.

PERSONAL BIKE RACK

Materials: 1/2" plywood 14" x 18"
Hammer; Two Ft. 17 x 2” wood
Drill; 18" of 2" x 8" wood Saw;
No. 6 flathead screws 1-1/4"; six-
penny nails; varnish; glue or pow-
dered resin glue; screwdriver

Cut plywood triangles. Drill

holes as shown with a5/32” drill.
Paint or varnish ‘the inside of

the plywood now. It will be diffi-
cult to do it after therack is
assembled. Cut the|”x2” pieces..
Nail the two longest pieces at right
angles. Cutthe2” x 8" piece. At-
tach the nailed |” x 2" with screws.
Paint or vanish thel” x 2" now.
Note theright angle is fastened to
the 2 x 8 with screws from the in-
side. Fasten the plywood triangles
in place with screws through the
predrilled holes. Do not forget the
small pieceof I” x 2" that joins
the tips of thetriangle. Sand and
complete paint or varnish job.

EMERGENCY SIGNAL
