GAME 

 
Give each person or group a pen-
cil and a sheet of blue or yellow 
paper.  They should write down as 
many things as they can think of 
that are blue (sky, flowers, sap-
phires, Cub Scout uniforms, etc.)

SPACE SHUTTLE 
(Another idea for table decorations 

for the blue and gold banquet.) 
 
Materials: Half-gallon milk or juice 
carton, white construction paper or 
large white shopping bag, ruler, 
black marker, scissors, glue, two 
soup-sized cans, aluminum foil, 
four small paper cups or a paper 
towel tube cut into four 1 1/2-inch 
sections, USA stickers 
 
Wash and dry the carton and cover 
with white paper.  Glue the opening 
of the carton closed.  Wash and dry 
the cans, and then cover them with 
aluminum foil.  Glue one can to op-
posite sides of the milk carton as 
jets.  Add exhaust pipes by gluing 
the four small cups to the bottom of 
the carton.  Decorate with USA 
stickers and draw the windows on 
the carton.

Microwave Chocolate Cake 
  
Equipment: Electric mixer, mix-
ing bowl, liquid measuring cup, 
solid (nested) measuring cups, mi-
crowave-safe bundt or tube pan, 
rubber scraper, cooking spoon, 
cooling rack, small bowl and cake 
serving plate.   
  
Ingredients: 1 18.25-ounce box 
Moist Supreme Chocolate Cake 
Mix; 1 cup water; 1/4 cup vegeta-
ble oil; 3 medium eggs; 1 16-oz.

spray 
  
1.  Using an electric mixer, blend 
cake mix, water, oil and eggs for 3 
minutes.

Equipment:  Cutting board, corer/
slicer, kitchen scissors, large serv-
ing bowl, small bowl, wire whisk, 
measuring spoons, solid (nested) 
measuring cups and serving 
spoon.  
 
Ingredients: 3 medium apples, 1 
red, 1 yellow, & 1 green; 2 table-
spoons lemon juice; 1 stalk celery, 
sliced; 1 cup seedless grapes, 
halved; 1/2 cup golden raisins; 1/4  
cup chopped pecans 
Dressing: 1/2  cup light mayon-
naise; 2 teaspoons granulated 
sugar 
 
1.  Cut apples into slices using an 
apple corer/slicer and then cut 
each slice into two or three pieces.   
2.  Place apples in a bowl and toss 
to coat with lemon juice.   
3.  Add celery, grapes, nuts and 
raisins to apples.  Toss to mix.   
4.  In a small bowl, whisk together 
mayonnaise and sugar.  Spoon 
onto salad and toss to coat.       
5.  Cover and refrigerate until 
serving time.

WEBELOS SCHOLAR ACTIVITY BADGE 



COMPLETE THE CIRCUIT 
 
Materials: Flashlight battery, a 
flashlight bulb, electrical wire, 
four thumbtacks, two small pieces 
of wood, two metal paper clips 
 
Put two thumbtacks in each piece 
of wood; one on each board will 
hold a paper clip in place.  Run a 
piece of electrical wire from one 
thumbtack on each piece of wood, 
attaching the other end of the wire 
to the battery - one end to the 
positive end, one end to the nega-
tive end.  Run electrical wire from 
the other thumbtack on each block 
of wood to the flashlight bulb 
base.  Turn on one of the switches 
by moving the paper clip to touch 
the second thumbtack.  Try turn-
ing on the other switch, then both 
switches.  Boys will learn that 
electricity will only pass through 
the circuit and light the bulb if 
both switches are on, completing 
an uninterrupted circle or circuit. 
 
MODEL MONKEY BRIDGE 

 
The same design and knots used 
in the full-sized version are used 
in this model. The monkey bridge 
is often built in Scout camp as part 
of the Pioneering merit badge.  
 
You©ll need some hemp cord, 
some pieces of strong string, four 
1/4" dowels 10" long, and two 
1/4" dowels 4" long. A piece of 
scrap lumber at least 30" long and 
4" wide makes a good base.  Make 
the shear lashings first, about 4" 
from the top of the shear legs. Tie 
loosely so the legs can open.  Add 
the crosspieces, fastened with 

square lashings about 2" from the 
bottom. All lashings begin and 
end with a clove hitch.  Stretch the 
cord between the supports and 
tack the ends in place. Add the 
hand ropes and fasten them to the 
same anchor. Paint or stain the 
wood to give the bridge a rustic 
look. 
 

BLOCK &  TACKLE 
DEMONSTRATION 

 
This graphic demonstration shows 
how block and tackle increases 
power. Use two lengths of broom-
stick or dowel and a length of 
clothesline. Attach (by knot, sta-
ple or nail) one end of the line to 
one of the sticks. Wrap line 
loosely around both sticks as 
shown. Have two of the bigger 
den members hold the sticks. Ask 
the smallest Webelos Scout to pull 
on the line. He will be able to pull 
the two sticks together, no matter 
how hard the bigger boys try to 
hold back.  
 
A second type of block and tackle 
may be easily constructed which 
will allow Webelos Scouts to see 
a simple version of a working 
model. This simple machine and 
its uses will captivate most boys, 
and they can make one either as a 
den project or individually. The 
only materials necessary are a few 
small pieces of wood, a couple of 
hooks, a length of light rope, and 
two thread spools. If spools are 
not available, make them by cut-
ting up a dowel or broomstick, 
and drilling a hole in the center of 
each ‘spool’  and using a nail for 
an axle.  
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WHERE TO GO AND 
WHAT TO DO 

 
·  Invite the high school drafting 

teacher to your meeting. Learn 
to use T-squares, triangles, 
straight edges, and other equip-
ment needed to accurately draw 
a floor plan.  Measure the di-
mensions of your den meeting 
place. Make a simple floor plan 
sketch, including location of 
doors and windows. 

·  Visit the municipal offices of 
the city engineer or surveyor. 
Look at a map of your town and 
try to find your house. Look at 
some of the surveying equip-
ment and learn some of the sim-
ple math calculations. 

·  Have the boys find pictures of 
different bridges and put to-
gether a poster for pack meet-
ing. 

·  Visit a college engineering de-
partment 

·  Invite an engineer to visit the 
den meeting to talk about their 
job. 

·  Make a block and tackle and 
demonstrate its use. 

·  Make catapults and have a con-
test. Demonstrate for the pack 
meeting. 

·  Invite a surveyor to tell about 
his job and tools. 

·  Visit a construction site with a 
contractor. Ask him to explain 
the use of blue prints and the 
order of construction. 

·  Compare design and construc-
tion of various kinds of bridges 
and make a model of one or 
more.
